POLICY REGARDING THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA OF INDIVIDUAL ENTREPRENEUR NIKOLAY  TKACHEV (VAT 360500052444)

BASIC CONCEPTS USED IN POLITICS

Automated processing of personal data – processing of personal data using computer technology;
Blocking of personal data – temporary termination of the processing of personal data (except in cases where processing is necessary to clarify personal data);
A website is a collection of graphic and informational materials, as well as computer programs and databases that ensure their availability on the Internet at a network address https://namezhe.com/;
Personal data information system — a set of personal data contained in databases, and information technologies and technical means that ensure their processing;
Depersonalization of personal data — actions as a result of which it is impossible to determine, without the use of additional information, the identity of personal data to a specific User or other subject of personal data;
Personal data processing – any action (operation) or a set of actions (operations) performed with or without the use of automation tools with personal data, including collection, recording, systematization, accumulation, storage, clarification (updating, modification), extraction, use, transfer (distribution, provision, access), depersonalization, blocking, deletion, destruction of personal data;
PD operator – a state body, municipal body, legal entity or individual, independently or jointly with other persons organizing and (or) processing personal data, as well as determining the purposes of processing personal data, the composition of personal data to be processed, actions (operations) performed with personal data;
Personal data – any information related directly or indirectly to a specific or identifiable User of the Website https://namezhe.com/;
User – any visitor to the website https://namezhe.com/;
Provision of personal data – actions aimed at disclosure of personal data to a certain person or a certain circle of persons;
Dissemination of personal data – any actions aimed at disclosure of personal data to an indefinite circle of persons (transfer of personal data) or familiarization with personal data of an unlimited circle of persons, including the publication of personal data in the media, placement in information and telecommunications networks or providing access to personal data in any other way;
Cross–border transfer of personal data - the transfer of personal data to the territory of a foreign state to the authority of a foreign state, a foreign individual or a foreign legal entity;
Destruction of personal data – any actions as a result of which personal data is permanently destroyed with the impossibility of further restoration of the content of personal data in the personal data information system and (or) as a result of which the material carriers of personal data are destroyed.

1 GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. Individual entrepreneur Tkachev Nikolay (VAT 360500052444, PSRNSP 305362927200024, registration address: 397510, Russian Federation, Voronezh region, Buturlinovsky district, Udarnik village, Novaya str., 5, sq. 10, postal address: 397500, Russian Federation, 121 Petrovsky str., Voronezh Region, hereinafter – PD Operator) processes information related to an individual (subject of personal data), which allows you to directly or indirectly identify this individual.
1.2. Individual entrepreneur Nikolay Tkachev is a personal data operator, a legal entity that independently processes personal data, which determines the purposes of processing personal data, the composition of personal data to be processed, actions (operations) performed with personal data.
1.3. This Policy has been developed in order to implement the requirements of the legislation on personal data, to ensure the protection of human and civil rights and freedoms when processing his personal data by the PD Operator.
1.4. This Policy has been developed in accordance with the Constitution of the Russian Federation, Federal Law No. 160-FZ of 19.12.2005 "On Ratification of the Council of Europe Convention on the Protection of Individuals with Automated Processing of Personal Data", Federal Law No. 152-FZ of 27.07.2006 "On Personal Data", other federal laws and by-laws of the Russian Federation defining cases and features processing of personal data and ensuring the security and confidentiality of such information, and also in accordance with Regulation No. 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of the European Union "On the protection of individuals in the processing of personal data and on the free circulation of such data, as well as on the repeal of Directive 95/46/EC (General Regulation on the Protection of Personal Data)" (hereinafter collectively – Personal Data Legislation).
1.5. This Policy contains a description of the principles of the PD Operator regarding the processing and security of personal data, the duties and responsibilities of the PD Operator in carrying out such processing.
1.6. The provisions of this Policy are binding on all employees of the PD Operator who process personal data.
1.7. The provisions of this Policy are the basis for the organization of work on the processing of personal data at the PD Operator, including for the development of internal regulatory documents regulating the processing and protection of personal data.
1.8. If certain provisions of this Policy come into conflict with the current Legislation on personal data, the provisions of the current legislation apply.

1.10. This Policy is a document to which unrestricted access is provided. To ensure unrestricted access, the Policy, in particular, is published on the official website of the PD Operator on the Internet at: namezhe.com 

2 SUBJECTS OF PERSONAL DATA

2.1. The subjects of personal data processed by the PD Operator are:
- site visitors https://namezhe.com
2.2. The Operator receives the processed personal data:
- directly from the Subject of personal data;
- from persons who are not subjects of personal data;
- from publicly available sources of personal data.

3 PURPOSES OF PERSONAL DATA PROCESSING

3.1. The purposes of processing personal data of site visitors are:
- organization of communications in connection with the User's request;
- collection of site traffic statistics;
- analysis and improvement of the site services.

4 BASIC PRINCIPLES OF PERSONAL DATA PROCESSING

4.1. The Operator performs the processing of personal data based on the principles of:
- legality and fairness of personal data processing;
- legality of pre-defined specific purposes and methods of personal data processing;
- compliance of the purposes of personal data processing with the purposes previously defined and declared when collecting personal data;
- compliance of the content and volume of the processed personal data with the purposes of personal data processing;
- accuracy and sufficiency of personal data, and, if necessary, relevance to the purposes of processing;
- inadmissibility of processing personal data that is excessive in relation to the purposes stated when collecting personal data;
- the inadmissibility of combining databases containing personal data, the processing of which is carried out for purposes incompatible with each other;
- storage of personal data in a form that allows you to identify the Subject of personal data, no longer than the purposes of their processing require, unless the period of storage of personal data is established by federal law, an agreement to which the subject of personal data is a party or beneficiary;
- destruction of personal data upon achievement of the purposes of their processing, or in case of loss of the need to achieve these goals, unless otherwise provided by federal law;
- ensuring proper protection of personal data;
- ensuring the confidentiality and security of the processed personal data.

5 PRIVACY OF PERSONAL DATA AND THE POSSIBILITY OF TRANSFERRING PERSONAL DATA TO THIRD PARTIES

5.1. Access to personal data is restricted in accordance with federal laws and internal regulatory documents regulating the processing and protection of personal data from the PD Operator.
5.2. The PD operator does not disclose personal data obtained as a result of his professional activity.
5.3. Employees of the PD Operator who have received access to personal data assume obligations to ensure the confidentiality and security of personal data, which are determined by:
- employment contract;
-internal regulatory documents regulating the processing and protection of personal data from the PD Operator.
5.4. Access to personal data processed by the PD Operator, on the basis of legal acts and in compliance with regulatory legal acts, is provided to public authorities upon request.
5.5. Personal data of the Subject of personal data may be provided to third parties only with the written consent of the Subject.

6. RIGHTS OF PERSONAL DATA SUBJECTS AND THE OPERATOR

6.1. The subject of personal data has the right to:
- receive information concerning the processing of his personal data in the manner, form and terms established by the legislation on personal data;
- to demand clarification of their personal data, their blocking or destruction if the personal data are incomplete, outdated, unreliable, illegally obtained, are not necessary for the stated purpose of processing or are used for purposes not previously stated when the Subject of personal data provided consent to the processing of personal data;
- take legal measures to protect his rights;
- withdraw his consent to the processing of personal data,
as well as other rights provided for by the Legislation on personal data.
PD operator, has the right:
- process the personal data of the Personal Data Subject in accordance with the stated purpose;
- require the Subject of personal data to provide reliable personal data necessary for the performance of the contract, identification of the Subject of personal data, as well as in other cases provided for by the Legislation on personal data;
- restrict the access of the Subject of personal data to his personal data if the access of the Subject of personal data to his personal data violates the rights and legitimate interests of third parties, as well as in other cases provided for by the legislation of the Russian Federation;
- process publicly available personal data of individuals;
- process personal data subject to publication or mandatory disclosure in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation;
- entrust the processing of personal data to another person with the consent of the Personal data Subject,
as well as other rights provided for by the Legislation on personal data.
7 FEATURES AND CONDITIONS OF PERSONAL DATA PROCESSING

7.1. In order to achieve the purposes of personal data processing, the PD Operator performs the following operations with personal data: collection, recording, systematization, accumulation, storage, clarification (updating, modification), extraction, use, transfer (provision, access), except for cross-border, blocking, deletion, destruction.
7.2. The PD operator processes personal data, both with the use of automation tools and without the use of such tools.
7.3. The PD Operator carries out the necessary measures to maintain the reliability of the processed personal data.
7.4. Access to the processed personal data is provided only to those employees of the PD Operator who need it in connection with the performance of their official duties and in compliance with the principles of personal responsibility.
7.5. The PD Operator carries out the necessary measures to maintain accuracy, sufficiency, and, if necessary, relevance in relation to the purposes of processing the processed personal data.
7.6. The PD Operator processes personal data with the consent of the Personal Data Subject to the processing of his personal data.
7.7. The PD Operator has the right to process personal data without the consent of the Personal data Subject to the processing of his personal data:
- to achieve the goals provided for by the law of the Russian Federation, to implement and fulfill the obligations imposed by the legislation of the Russian Federation on the Company as the Operator of personal data;
- for the execution of a judicial act, an act of another body or official subject to execution in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation;
- to exercise the rights and legitimate interests of the PD Operator or third parties in compliance with the conditions under which the rights and freedoms of the Personal Data Subject are not violated;
- if the processing of personal data is necessary to protect the life, health or other vital interests of the Subject of personal data, if obtaining the consent of the subject of personal data is impossible;
- if the processing of personal data is necessary for scientific, creative activity, provided that the rights and legitimate interests of the subject of personal data are not violated;
- if the processing of personal data is carried out for statistical or other research purposes, subject to mandatory depersonalization of personal data;
7.8. The PD Operator does not process special categories of personal data concerning race, nationality, political views, religious or philosophical beliefs, intimate life, medical information reflecting the state of health of the Subject of personal data, except in cases defined by the Legislation on personal data.
7.9. The PD Operator does not process data on the Personal Data Subject's membership in public associations, religious organizations and his trade union activities.
7.10. The PD Operator has the right to entrust the processing of personal data to another (third) person with the consent of the Personal data Subject, unless otherwise provided by federal law. Such processing of personal data is carried out by a third party on the basis of a contract concluded between the Company and him (operator's instructions). The PD Operator is responsible to the Subject of personal data for the actions of the persons to whom it entrusts the processing of these personal data.
7.11. The PD Operator does not disclose to third parties and does not provide them with personal data without the consent of the Personal data Subject, except in cases established by the legislation of the Russian Federation.
7.12. The PD Operator may not carry out cross-border transfer of personal data of Personal data Subjects.
7.13. The PD Operator does not make decisions that generate legal consequences with respect to the Subject of personal data or otherwise affect his rights and legitimate interests, based solely on automated processing or electronic receipt of personal data.
7.14. The PD Operator may process personal data in order to promote its services on the market.
7.15. The PD operator processes personal data no longer than the purposes of personal data processing require.
7.16. Upon achieving the processing goals, in case of loss of the need to achieve these goals, at the end of the storage period of personal data, the processed data is subject to destruction.
7.17. The PD Operator develops and updates: the Policy regarding the processing of personal data (this document), local acts (internal regulatory documents, administrative documents) on the processing of personal data.
7.18. The commissioning of new personal data information systems is carried out only after the procedures for evaluating the effectiveness of the measures taken to ensure the security of the personal data processed in them are completed.
7.19. The PD Operator takes the necessary technical and organizational measures to protect data from unauthorized access, modification, disclosure or destruction of personal data, through internal checks of data collection, storage and processing processes and security measures, as well as the implementation of measures to ensure the physical security of data to prevent unauthorized access to systems in which the PD Operator stores personal data.
7.20. The PD Operator implements measures to organize the processing and ensure the security of personal data processed without automation tools.

8 RESPONSIBILITY

8.1. The PD operator is responsible for the compliance of processing and ensuring the security of personal data with the legislation on personal data.
8.2. Employees of the PD Operator bear civil, administrative and other responsibility for non-compliance with the principles and conditions for processing personal data of Personal data Subjects, as well as for disclosure or illegal use of personal data in accordance with the legislation on personal data.
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
